(Contingencies to Obligation(s) to Dedicate Property)

The Contingencies to Owner’s obligation to irrevocably convey and transfer the
Dedicated Property to the District include all of the following:

1.

Tentative Map Completion/Adoption and Final Map Recordation. Owner
shall have no obligation to irrevocably convey the Dedicated Property to the
District unless and until a Final Map or Partial or Phased Final map (as defined in
the Map Act) which conforms to the Tentative Map is approved by all
governmental bodies having jurisdiction over the subdivision process, and the
Final Map or partial or Phased Final map is duly recorded in the Official Records
of Humboldt County, California. Owner, as the “Subdivider” and applicant for
subdivision under the Map Act, retains the right to alter the Tentative Map and/or
Final Map and/or withdraw the application at any time prior to final approval and
recordation. Without limiting this requirement, and conditioned upon satisfaction
of all other Contingencies stated in this Agreement, Owner, in Owner’s sole and
absolute discretion, may allow the District to occupy the Dedicated Property
(and/or any individual parcel, easement or improvement included in the Dedicated
Property) and operate components of the Dedicated Property and provide services
to the Town of Scotia prior to Final Map recordation and actual irrevocably
conveyance of fee title to the Property if both Owner and the District
subsequently agree. Any such interim occupancy and operation will be temporary
in nature, and will not create a binding commitment on Owner to convey the
Dedicated Property (or any portion of it) absent satisfaction of the Contingencies
recited in this Agreement.

District Organization and Lawful Operation. Owner shall have no obligation
to convey the Dedicated Property until the District can demonstrate satisfaction of
each of the following additional conditions:

(a) The District is fully and lawfully formed in accord with all laws and
regulations governing California Community Services Districts;

(b)  The District has in place a duly elected (or appointed) Board of Directors,
as required by California Government Code § 61040;

(c) The District has staff and personnel employed and readily available to
proficiently operate the Dedicated Property (or any portion of it) and
provide attendant services to the Town of Scotia associated with the
Dedicated Property;

(d) The District has secured appropriate insurance through the California
Special Districts Risk Management Authority or other proper public entity
insurance pool provider;

(e) The District is sufficiently capitalized and prepared to fulfill the indemnity
obligations recited in Contingency Number 3, below;

9] The District possess all requisite permits, licenses and/or authorizations
required by all applicable state, federal and local laws to operate the
Dedicated Property and provide services to the Town of Scotia and its
residents;

No unforeseen geologic conditions, regulatory restrictions or other matters
not currently known to the Parties preclude the District’s operation of the
Dedicated Property and provision of services to the Town of Scotia; and

Any water, sewer and/or systems affiliated with the Dedicated Property
are properly functioning prior to conveyance.

District Indemnification Obligations. Prior to conveyance of the Dedicated

Property to the District (or any portion of the Dedicated Property to the District),
the District shall execute a written release and indemnity agreement containing
the following text:

“The Scotia Community Services District shall indemnify, hold harmless
and defend the Town of Scotia Company, LLC (“Company”) (with
separate legal counsel selected by Company) from and against any and all
claims, causes of action, damages, costs, expenses, fines, penalties, fees or
other liabilities of every type and nature (collectively “Liabilities™), arising
out of or in any way relating to the Dedicated Property or the District’s
use, occupancy or operation of the Dedicated Property and associated
services. The District’s indemnity obligations expressly include, without
limitation, the obligation to release, indemnify and defend Owner from
and against all Liabilities arising out of the District’s provision of water
and sewer services, and any Liabilities arising out of defects and failures
of the Dedicated Property, and the sewer and water infrastructure that is
part of the Dedicated Property.



EXHIBIT I
Infrastructure Dedication - Water, Wastewater & Storm Water Systems, Roads

TOS or its successor in interest, shall irrevocably convey to the CSD the infrastructure as described in
the Detailed Engineering Analysis Revision 3 (SHN 2009), in an improved condition and verified as
conforming to applicable engineering standards. This infrastructure to include:

e Wastewater Collection System;

e Wastewater Treatment System including Headworks: Pre-treatment/Flow Monitoring, Primary
and Secondary Treatment, Disinfection, Treatment Ponds, and Biosolids;

o Wastewater Disposal System including: Treated Wastewater and Sludge;

e  Water Distribution System including: TOS Domestic Water and Fire Systems;

e Water Treatment Systems including: Pre-treatment and Sedimentation Tank, Filtration System
and Disinfection System;

e Storm Water Collection System; and

e Non County Roads.

The Detailed Engineering Analysis referenced above is incorporated into this Exhibit by reference.
“The Detailed Engineering Analysis referenced above is incorporated into this Exhibit by reference,
and infrastructure components which are subsequently confirmed to be improved and acceptable for transfer to
the SCSD shall be as proposed in this MSR Detailed Engineering Analysis and shall have been verified as
conforming to applicable engineering standards. . Infrastructure improvement plans shall be submitted for
review, and approved by the SCSD Engineer, prior to recordation of each final map phase. A
signature block for the District engineer shall be included on improvement plan cover pages.
Improvement plan contents to include improvement plan & profile sheets, demolitions and details.

Humboldt LAFCO Resolution 10-09 Scotia CSD Condition of approval #4 states:
“Until such time as the CSD Board of Directors is seated, and thereafter if directed by said board,
all infrastructure to be accepted by the SCSD shall be subject to confirmation by either the County
of Humboldt or an engineer not affiliated with Town of Scotia LLC, as applicable, that the
condition of such infrastructure has been improved as outlined in the MSR Detailed Engineering
Analysis, and that said improvements and the condition of the infrastructure in general have been
verified as conforming to applicable engineering standards.”

In partial fulfillment of this condition, Town of Scotia LLC has submitted infrastructure
improvements for the commercial center. These improvements correspond with the recording of the
first final map of the phased subdivision. The set of Phase 1 improvement plans include: Sheets G-1
to G-10 and Sheets C-1 to C31 (less sheet C-4) as described in SHN Project 005161.410. In partial
fulfillment of condition 4 described above.
